1. Present

3. Welcome

MB welcomed everyone to the meeting.

4. Minutes of previous meeting 23.05.07

Page 4 opening sentence; point of accuracy  

It should read, “Southville CDA’s Reaching Communities application for older people’s work (c £100,000) was turned down.”
Otherwise accuracy of notes agreed.

JH gave a brief update on the Granby House relocation.

A provisional relocation to the ex-Air Point flats showroom at 77 West Street is being looked into.  It will be subject to planning permission and change of use.  January 2008 is the current estimate for the move.

District Nursing, Health Visiting, Midwifery, School Nursing, Speech Therapy, Community Matrons will work from this base.  The base will also be used for a variety of clinics for the public.    Jan will give a further up-date.
5. Matters Arising 

(Further to additional information added by BB to last minutes)
· Community Engagement Event
Older people: Lorna Heaysman is responsible for organising two older peoples information days. JH to make contact to discuss involvement from Health.    Both these events took place (Southville Centre and Ashton Vale).   Useful information was available, but attendance was not as high as we had hoped.
Younger people: Draft as highlighted is due by the month end.  Bristol City football club is keen to get involved with this initiative; MB to pull together specifics about what involvement would be most suitable from BCFC.    A very useful paper has been produced by Susan Moores (available from Ben).   Key findings are that there is a reasonable, but patchy, provision for teenagers in the area.   This is provided by a range of community organisations and statutory agencies.   However, it is uncoordinated and poorly promoted and it’s nobody’s job to look for gaps or think strategically.    How do we pull this together or do we just let it drift?   
· Traffic Related Issues (Item agenda for next meeting)
20mph proposals; no blanket plans to carry this forward as there would be issues around enforcement; there is potential for confusion in areas by schools; currently there are some green advisory speed signs and some red mandatory speed signs.

Any new resident parking scheme will be location specific at this time; item is for further discussion at the November City Council Cabinet meeting.  Cllr Charlie Bolton to feedback at next GBCP group meeting.  MB said there were some proposals to apply city centre parking rules in Kingsdown and Coronation Road, to be confirmed.  JP raised concerns over potential challenges of resident parking on Coronation road, feeling it could push commuters further into Bedminster.    See agenda.
· Retail Centres

MB reported that Bristol City Council are looking at how their policies work with and against local retail; there is a need for a SWOT analysis; continues as a work in progress.   There will be a public consultation in the new year.   Mark Bradshaw will up-date.
· Health & Older People

Older Peoples’ Forum is taking strength. The work ACC was taking forward in using Bedminster as one of 3 pilot areas for an AgeLink programme has gone quiet. MB to explore developments.   It has been agreed that Southville/Bedminster will be one of two Bristol pilots for LinkAge.   An initial stage of collecting information about needs, what’s already in place etc has started and will conclude by end of March.   Monica Wills will be funding an outreach worker for older people from April (2 year project).   This is a direct result of us being well coordinated (relatively) in this part of Bristol.   See agenda.
· Communications
2 people have been identified to take the work of the website and Community Chest forward.  Contracts are being finalised.  MB welcomed the opportunity to be involved in the Community Chest activities.   Progress is good on both aspects of this work.   We expect to launch in the new year, especially in conjunction with the South Bristol Business Awards on 1 February.
6. Updates from Network

Parks

A4 brief circulated at the meeting.

Discussion about ‘106’ monies and how these are obtained and subsequently spent; discussion within the group about the perceived lack of clarity and transparency around the process.  Parks dept seem to be the only BCC dept who consult regarding local needs in respect of ‘106’.   Some other local authorities advertise their process and tariff openly on their website e.g. Swindon.
South Street Park – moving towards an agreed joint plan by stakeholders; this is tied into ‘106’ monies from the Air Point flats.

106 money:   following discussion on the Bedminster Issues Forum, councillors have taken this matter to the Council House.   Following several meetings it looks likely that the allocation process will become much more transparent in the future and that councillors, neighbourhood partnerships and community organisations will be much more involved.   Details still to come.

Parks:   note that GBCP will be promoting a conference for ‘Bedminster’ River and Park groups on 16 February 2008.   Funded by Bristol Parks.   Book a free place via Ben.
South Bristol Business Awards Scheme
JW is building on the foundations from the last event; next Awards planned for 01.02.2008.  Awards cover Best Retail, Best Leisure, and Best Corporate Social Responsibility amongst others.  JW looking for support from the group to move this forward.  It is an ideal chance for small local businesses to network, communicate and support each other.  Large city companies are sought for sponsorship.  It’s vital to get residents engaged and voting.  JW asking the group to attend and also to find a BCC Cllr to attend; MB supportive.  JW open to suggestions for format.    Jess to up-date.
Bedminster & Ashton Extended Schools Partnership
This partnership of approximately 15 schools covers an area slightly bigger than the GBCP area; the partnership is about 6/7 months old; set up to become more actively involved in community programmes outside the usual educational remit in response to DoE directives.  Hopefully, Brian Hall will attend a future meeting to present the local action plan for achieving the goals.   See agenda item.
Arts Network / Neighbourhood of Culture
JP gave an update. The area is culturally rich with numerous groups and events.  The area boasts one of the largest Art Trails.  JP hopes to develop a directory of Art Groups to circulate; discussion around links between relevant websites to promote this.  JP identified communication and collaboration between groups could be strengthened.  JP seeking clarity on area to be covered; BB to supply Green Map to JP.

7. Bristol Partnership Meeting

BB is giving a presentation at this event on 25.09.07. GBCP is one of 3 across the city and BCC is looking to role the model out bringing together 2/3 wards into partnership groups.  The event is to kick start this programme.  The other 2 partnership groups were given financial help to set up as they are in areas of highest identified need.  GBCP has been set up without this monetary support.  The group assisted BB in bringing out themes to inform his presentation.   This was an interesting event.
