Eligibility

Funds will be distributed to groups or organizations from any sector that

· have a ‘charitable purpose’ and/or are public agencies

· operate within, or largely within, the partnership area (Southville & Bedminster wards)

· have a democratic, written constitution or are part of a larger organization with such a constitution

· have a bank account requiring at least two signatories or have secured the support of another organization with such an account

· are registered as members of GBCP (note that membership is free on www.greaterbedminster.org.uk or we’ll send a form)

· GBCP Co-ordinating group may sponsor activities directly

Note: if you don’t fit into the eligibility criteria above, but you have a good idea, tell us about it and we may be able to persuade an eligible organization to work with you.

Non-eligibility

The following are not eligible

· Individuals or non-constituted groups

· Organisations seeking to use the grant to promote particular political parties or religious beliefs

· Organisations seeking to use the grant for the advancement of particular private business interests

Process and size of grant

· Applicants should complete an application form

· GBCP especially welcomes applications from alliances, ie two or more groups working together

· GBCP is quite keen to part fund projects where applicants have secured (or attempted to secure) funding and other resources (eg materials, volunteers) elsewhere, but this is not a requirement

· We will not normally award grants of more than £1000pa to any given project, but we are interested in discussing larger projects that might be funded from several sources.

Purpose of grants

· Grants will be awarded to support ideas that promote community benefit within the partnership area, usually within the next 12 months or less

· All grants will promote at least one of the themes set out in the introduction to the partnership constitution, (eg equality, social cohesion, partnership working, democratic participation)

· All grants will promote at least one of the policy and process priorities currently identified by the partnership co-ordinating group

Awarding of grants

· The first round of awards will be made in September 2008

· Awards will be made by the elected councillors for the partnership area upon advice from the co-ordinating group and/or a panel set up by the co-ordinating group.

Monitoring

· Successful applicants will be required to submit a brief report , usually within six months of the award, outlining how the money was spent

· This report will include a financial statement and receipts

· A few photographs would be good too, if relevant.   These may be used on the partnership website and in other PR ways

· Grant recipients should acknowledge the Better Bedminster Community Chest where relevant
