Youth Partnership

SOUTH 1 PARTNERSHIP FOR YOUTH DEVELOPMENT (S1PYD)
S1PYD was formed in 2008 as a response to the lack of youth facilities in the Greater Bedminster area.  It came into being as a result of talks between Cecilia Weightman and Brian Hall who invited a small group of people to enter into partnership with them to look at ways of solving the problem of lack of facilities for young people in Greater Bedminster.

The area covered by the Partnership is the Extended Schools area known as South 1 and the target age range is 13-19 though it has been decided that no young person should be turned away on age grounds.

Currently work is being undertaken by two detached youth workers under the supervision of Sally Carter.  They are talking to young people in the area in a variety of locations and finding out what they want so we can provide them with a service that they will use.  We all strongly felt that a fixed youth centre wasn’t high on their list of priorities and this seems to be the case.

The partners involved are Cecilia Weightman (Voluntary Sector), Brian Hall (Extended Schools), Ben Barker (Southville Community Development Association), BCC Youth and Play Services, BCC Parks, Avon and Somerset Police, Avon Fire and Rescue and Connexions West.

Though the list of partners is small it is a group of people and agencies who can deliver commitment and expertise to the partnership.  Information from the partnership will be shared amongst other groups in the area.

We are expecting to formalize the partnership in the near future and will be joining the Greater Bedminster Community Partnership.
